Last week, on Friday March 19th, we had a color Red dress-down day in celebration of St. Joseph’s Day. St. 
Joseph was the foster father of Jesus and husband to Mary. We are told that he was a carpenter by trade. Gospel stories 
imply that he taught this trade to Jesus. Sadly, he died before Jesus began his public preaching.  He was a loving & good 
provider for his family from the time he saw angel in his dream telling him about Jesus. Joseph being the step-father of 
Jesus was responsible for his family’s safety. So, he led them into Egypt to escape Herod and “The Slaughter of the Holy 
Innocents”. They lived in Egypt, a country foreign to them, for several years. When they returned to Galilee and the 
village of Nazareth, he set up in business as a carpenter, an image we usually think of when discussing him. Many 
pictures of Joseph portray him as an old man, but he was roughly twenty-five when he married Mary. And the last we hear 
of him in the Bible is when he desperately searches for Jesus in the Temple at Passover, when he, Jesus, was twelve years 
old. So, Joseph was probably thirty-seven at that time, and not a gray old man. He was declared the Patron Saint of the 
Universal Church on December 8, 1870 by Pope Pius IX. In addition to his primary feast in Catholic and other traditions 
on March 19th, the Feast of St. Joseph the Worker on May 1st, was introduced in 1955 by Pope Pius XII to sanctify and 
honor workers and to counteract May Day, a communist and socialist workers holiday. St. Joseph was truly a wonderful 
man, and our faith would not be the same without him. Veneration of Joseph, when compared with that of other saints, 
was introduced rather late in the Catholic Church. It was actually the tenth century that he began to be celebrated in some 
parts of the West with his feast day on 19th of March! We honor St. Joseph and appreciate all his hard work in protecting 
and supporting Jesus as he grew up. Saint Joseph is the Patron Saint of Fathers and Patron Saint of a Happy Death.

High Speed Birds  
A peregrine falcon diving toward its prey reaches a relative speed of 200 body- lengths per second. This is close 
to the 207 body-lengths that the space shuttle travels as it enters our atmosphere. Thus, the peregrine falcon was 
thought to easily be the fastest dare-devil bird on Earth. 
 

Scientists have now discovered that a little pink male hummingbird called Anna’s Hummingbird is the real Top 
Gun among the birds. As part of its mating ritual, a male hummingbird will try to impress a female with his 
speed and acrobatics. First, the male will fly up to about 90 feet above the ground. Then, he begins a power 
dive. As he nears the female, he pulls up, ascending again. During that near-miss pull-up he experiences more 
than nine times the force of gravity. His relative speed during descent is 385 body-lengths per second. That’s 
almost twice the peregrine falcon’s relative speed, it’s faster than the space shuttle entering the Earth’s 
atmosphere and is more than twice the relative speed of a jet fighter running with afterburners!
