College Basketball’s “Final Four” 

The NCAA 2010 Finals

 The results are in and the winner of the NCAA finals is……Duke*. The game took place 
at Lucas Oil Field Arena in Indianapolis, IN on Easter Monday, April 5th, as broadcasted by 
CBS-TV. The final score was Duke 61 and Butler 59. It was Duke’s 4th National 
Championship. They were led by Kyle Singler with 19 points.  Most of the 70,000 fans were on 
Butler's** side and were still cheering as the Duke players piled onto forward Kyle Singler at 
center court. Brian Zoubek had the winning shot when he rebound Hayward's miss with 3.6 
seconds left in the game. Nobody led by more than six throughout the game. It was the closest 
game of victory since Michigan defeated Seton Hall 80-79 in 1989. Playing against the 
Bulldogs and working against a crowd of 70,930 with very few pockets of Duke fans, the Blue 
Devils persevered. What a crazy game to end one of the most memorable tournaments in 
history, filled with close games, upsets, and underdogs, and one of the craziest tournaments I’ve 
ever watched.

Duke has the most Atlantic Coast Conference 
championships with 18 and has the most National Players of the Year in the nation with 11. Seventy-two players have been selected in

Sleep has something to do with my child’s weight? Y ou’re kidding, right? 
No we’re not kidding! In fact, recent research shows inadequate sleep greatly increases the likelihood your child 
will fight the battle of obesity as they grow. Here’s what the research reveals: in children ages nine to twelve 
years old, as little as one extra hour of sleep per night more than the average required could decrease their risk 
of obesity by as much as 40%. That’s HUGE (no pun intended)! 
Losing Sleep 
As many as 15 million children in the U.S. (one in four) have difficulty sleeping—because of this, they’re being 
put at risk for want of something that comes naturally and costs nothing. As with adults, problems with falling 
asleep can vary. It may be a matter of taking too long to fall asleep, a result of pain and/or medication taken for 
acute or chronic illness, internal clocks being out of sync with normal hours of daylight and darkness, or life 
schedules that just don’t allow enough time for sleep. 
Weight Is Not the Only Enemy 
When it comes to children not getting enough sleep, weight is not the only problem. Observable symptoms of 
sleep deficit look much like ADHD, and it’s now believed these two conditions may amplify the effects of one 
another. Mood disorders in both older and younger children have been tied to insufficient sleep. Too little sleep 
also subjects children to learning difficulties, poor concentration, depression, and a predisposition to chronic 
diseases.

Singing Lakes?

It's a quiet, cool, overcast morning at the lake. There's a hint of fog in the air and a fine, lightly falling drizzle. Then you 
notice the sound. It's almost a musical note, and it's coming from the lake. It's almost as if the lake were singing. 
 

Many people report hearing a lake "sing" when there is a fine drizzle falling. Those who have never heard it are skeptical. 
However, now science has confirmed that lakes do indeed "sing" in a fine drizzle. Scientists even know what causes it. 
And in this case, the scientific explanation doesn't decrease our wonder and awe at this amazing phenomenon. 
 

Canadian scientists placed an underwater microphone at a depth of about 100 feet in a Vancouver Island lake. They 
placed the microphone almost 1000 feet from shore so they would be certain not to pick up any sounds from the shore. 
Then they waited for the weather to change. The scientists eventually recorded the sounds of rain, hail, drizzle, and even 
snow hitting the surface of the lake. Yes, even snow makes a sound when it strikes the water! Their findings show that the 
fine drops of water in drizzle strike the surface of the lake almost as if they were tiny explosive charges. When they burst 
on the water, they give off a "ping." While you'd never hear a few of these droplets "ping," countless billions of them add 
their sound together to make the lake literally sing.

A Calling 
 

The 2010 Haiti earthquake was a catastrophic one that measured a 7 magnitude on the Richtor 
scale. It started around 5 o’clock in the afternoon on Tuesday, January 12th on the large Caribbean 
island of Hispaniola, and was centered in a town about sixteen miles to the west of Port-au-Prince, 
Haiti’s capital city. In the next two weeks at least 52 aftershocks were recorded. Although authorities 
are not sure it is believed that 150,000 to 250,000 people were killed and that about the same numbers 
of people were injured. Many were trapped in collapsed buildings or under piles of rubble. Some 
250,000 homes and 30,000 businesses collapsed or were severely damaged. Approximately 1,000,000 
people were made homeless. 

Within a week a group of individual Christian men and women from their church in Bronx 
County,  New York City, USA were called by God to aid and assist the people in Haiti with food, 
medical supplies, and rescue work. With the support of their families, their church, and their personal 
resources, this group went down to Haiti and performed many types of relief work. They faced a 
disastrous situation of monumental proportions and helped people as best they could, one person at a 
time. They found the people of Haiti to be very patient and brave and very thankful for everything 
others did to assist them. They also discovered how prayerful and faith filled Haitians were and how 
they had high hopes for their future. Among these “rescuers” was Mr. Robert Thompson supported by 
his family: Mrs. Jill Thompson, Robert “Sam”, Adrianne, and Lillian. These pictures were provided by 
Mrs. Thompson on his return.  

On Tuesday, 23 February, the 4th and 5th Grades were privileged to sit in on a special 
presentation by Mr. Robert Thompson about his team’s medical missionary trip to earthquake ravaged 
Haiti. We thank him and his family for sharing this inspiring story and the faith that motivated it.
