The Dodo Bird

The Dodo bird (that’s pronounced dough, dough eet,dlew) was a flightless bird native to the Indizeean
Island of Mauritius, an island nation more than@@tles off the coast of the African continentlie tsouthwest Indian
Ocean, about 560 miles east of the mega-islandaafdgascar. Although frequently visited by sailarsrahe last two-
thousand years Mauritius wasn’t settled until acb@600. First came the Portuguese, then the Dtlteh,the French,
and finally the English. The island achieved iddgpendence in 1968.

Because of its island home’s rather late developntiea existence of the Dodo wasn’t drawn or doaubes
until about 1600. In scientific circles it was da@d extinct less than one-hundred years late99.1it was a funny
looking bird with a big curved beak, clawed fegtytwings, grayish feathers, and a silly lookin§ tf feathers on its
rear end. It was said to stand 3 feet tall anceigived about 40 pounds.

The name dodo comes from the Portuguese word éot™br “crazy”. It is thought to have become extinlue to
human hunting and the introduction of pigs, ratés,cdogs, and other animals that preyed on its.dglved in the rain
forests. The expression “dead as a dodo” was madbecause all of the dodos were dead and it irdtespecies of
“modern” creatures universally acknowledged asnexti

It ate fruit, seeds, and sometimes fish. The hgkared as a character in Lewis Carrdllise's Adventures in
Wonderland With the popularity of that book the dodo becamed-known and easily recognized. Since the Dodo
developed isolated from the usual predators it s@ds that the dodo was not afraid of humans. Howédiveras said that
when eaten it had a bad taste and tough meat.

museum in Britain has fleshy remains of a Dodoachand claws, and it is reported that a South Afrimuseum has a
Dodo egg on display.
